Big Tancook takes step

BIG TANCOOK ISLAND — Big Tancook
Island may be on the verge of establishing an
independent firefighting service for the first
time in decades.

“This unique small community solution is

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Community Wheels needs help to keep rolling

CHESTER — Community Wheels, a four-
year-old community-based public transporta-
tion organization, is looking for $6,000 to help
keep residents mobile.

Municipality of Chester Transportation
Society spokeswoman Sandra Meister attend-
ed a council meeting on July 14 seeking a
grant needed for operational costs to run the

Community Wheels program.

“Our donation amounts have dropped off
and we’re not sure why,” Ms Meister said in an
interview. “We're not sure if it’s the economy
or because there is this thought we are com-
pletely government funded, because we’re
not. We have to raise enough money to keep
the bus going.”

A recent appeal to the public has started to
pay dividends, she added.

“Things are looking up,” Ms Meister said.

“But we're not where we need to be yet.”

Ms Meister said the 2010 14-passenger bus
is being used by more people than ever before
all over the municipality, making the drop in
donations all the more puzzling.

Last year the service logged over 21,000 ki-
lometres while providing 2,245 one-way trips
to residents.
